	Aim
	To help us to think positively at the start of a new school year

	Objective
	Each member of staff will have had the opportunity to discuss some hopes and fears regarding the new start.

	Intro
	‘Happy New Year! How are you feeling? It’s the end of the holidays, with a new class, new colleagues, all getting ready to start again. ( Where am I? I know this place…!) So lets sharpen up our discussion skills with a game!’  Play ‘Human Bingo’ - finding different people to sign their names on your sheet if they have done one of the following things.

	Looking deeper
	Have you noticed how there’s always a lot of adverts about stopping smoking, in January? There’s something about New Year which is very symbolic. There’s the looking back and looking forward, and the making of resolutions, most of which are broken by January 5th. September is a bit like that for staff in schools. New class, new colleagues, sitting in an empty classroom. A year older. We can face September with mixed feelings.

But…let’s sharpen our thinking again. What’s great about working in schools? Discuss with a partner: 3 things you like.

Feedback – write on the board. (Compare with personal list) comment on any interesting omissions.

Discuss with a partner 2: 3 things you are looking forward to doing this year in school – and one thing you’re not looking forward to.

	We are doing one of the most important jobs in the world.
