Teacher Notes

· This activity allows pupils to practice their multiplication tables against the clock. The chart consists of randomised numbers taken from the multiplication tables (up to 10). Be careful, however, as a few ‘wild card’ numbers have been substituted for some of the easier numbers! Also, some numbers, such as 24, have more than one possible response.

· The activity is to point to one of the numbers and ask, ‘Here’s the answer, what was the question?’. The challenge is to answer as many as possible in one minute.
